Firefighter / Paramedic Minimum Qualifications  

• Washington State Paramedic Certification or Current National Registry Paramedic Certification 
(Washington Paramedic Certification required at time of hire) 

• IFSAC Firefighter I or equivalent desired at time of hire or within 18 months of hire 
• U.S. Citizen or legal permanent resident.  
• Minimum age of 21 at time of appointment.  
• High School diploma or G.E.D. certificate.  
• Valid Washington State driver’s license. 
• Ability to read and write English as required by RCW 41.12.070.  

Lateral Hire Minimum Qualifications  

• Successful completion of a one-year probationary period with a represented career department. 
(Desired three years with represented career department). 

Wage, Benefits, & Work Schedule 

• The salary range for a Firefighter/Paramedic is: $6,960-$8,283 plus benefits. 
• Incentive for Firefighter II, and IV Technician 
• Employer pays 100% of insurance premium to include health, vision and dental for employee, 

spouse and dependents. 
• Employer-paid VEBA/HRA account 
• RFD work schedule is a Modified Detroit rotation consisting of a 27-day FLSA cycle to include 13 

Kelly Days. 
• RFD uses a 3-platoon, A-B-C Shift rotation with Floating Position(s) 
• Living and education incentives 
• Living requirement of residing within a 45-minute commute to fire station.

Examination Process  

• ENTRY LEVEL CANDIDATES will be required to complete a Physical Abilities Test, Written 
Examination, and an Oral Board Examination.  LATERAL CANDIDATES will be required to 
complete a Physical Abilities Test and Oral Board Examination.  

• Following is the testing schedule:  
1. Physical Examination: Date and time to be determined, at the Raymond Fire Hall, 212 

Commercial Street, Raymond WA, 98577.

2. Upon successful completion of the physical examination, a written examination will be 
held at the Raymond City Hall Council Chambers, 230 2nd Street, Raymond, WA 98577.  
The written examination is weighted at 60%. 

3. Oral Board Examination: The oral board examination is scheduled after passing the 
written exam. The oral board is weighted at 40%. 

• Ranking of the applicants on the eligible register shall be based on the results of the 
examinations.  

• Veterans’ preference, as set out in RCW 41.04.005 and 41.04.010 shall be applied when entitled. 
• As openings in the Raymond Fire Department class occur, the Civil Service Examiner will submit 

the top 3 names on the eligibility list to the Fire Chief for consideration in filling the vacancy. Once 
certified, civil service registers are typically in place for a year, unless there is cause to abandon 
the register before that time.
